 SIGNATURE QUILT - 1929

    The following list is used to document and organize the names
on the "Dunbar Presbyterian Ladies Aid Society - 1929" quilt that
was donated to the Chesterville and District Historical Society by
Mrs. Betty Sullivan. It gives a brief history of each person who
donated money towards the quilt as a fund-raiser, starting in the
centre inner circle with the name of M. W. Locke M.D. as 1.1,
working clockwise around the circle. (1 being the first name in
sequence and then going on to the 2nd circle, etc). Names in the
outer circle or ring were worth 10 cents, 15 cents on the next
ring, 20 cents on the next ring and finally 25 cents on the inner
and smallest ring. The total available spots for sales were 443.
The quilt was made in the Dunbar home of Mary Marcellus and Myrna
Marcelis with the help from other members of the Ladies Aid
Society. The quilt was almost full (two open spots) and would have
generated $ 66.90. Years later, the quilt showed up in Winchester
and was bought at the Etcetera Antique Store by Betty Sullivan.

NOTE - The $ 66.90 in 1929 would be worth about $ 875.00 in 2013.

    The list of names were recorded by two groups. Betty Vanden
Bosch and her team recorded the names in alphabetical order and
created a Power Point document to record family information
supplied from local residents.

    Our 2012 summer student recorded all the names in sequence
starting at the top of the inner circle and working around the
circle like the hands of a clock. I used this list to number the
whole quilt and then used Betty's list to confirm we had all the
names properly recorded.

    The next step was to create an index so people could easily
find a specific name of a friend or relative. Local history books
like the "Time That Was", "The Crossing", "Dundas County", "The
Story of Dundas" etc were used to source basic information. Using
cemetery records I added specific information about the individual
and his or family. Next I used census records to fill in the blanks
and then added obituary notice information to supplement the file.
Betty's earlier work was key in some areas where two people shared
the same or similar name. We still have some names where we can not
yet find their local attachment to the Dundas community.

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  HISTORY OF THE CHURCH

DUNBAR PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH
3532 County Road # 7
Dunbar, Ontario

   Dunbar Presbyterian Church was established in the early 1870's.
The first services in Dunbar were held at the home of James Moodie,
John Thompson and in Thomas Carlyle's barn. Visiting clergy and a
Catechist, Mr. James Thom, ministered to the needs of the
congregation during this time. Later the congregation worshipped in
a Grange Hall near the residence of Walter Carlyle, the paster
being Rev. Ferguson.

    A wood frame church was built in 1873 largely by volunteer
labour. In 1875 it became part of the new union called the
Presbyterian Church in Canada. In June 1876 the first elders were
selected for the Dunbar Congregation, and were ordained. In 1889
drive sheds were built and were paid for by receipts received from
concerts sung by sixteen members. The first organ was installed in
1883, was upgraded by 1905 and again in 1924. In 1947 electric
wiring and lighting was installed and by 1960 electric heating
replaced the two wood burning box stoves.

    The church celebrated their 136th anniversary on September 07,
2009 with special guest speaker Marion Johnston. The church has an
Honour Roll for Veterans. Over the years, it has, at different
times, been part of the pastoral charge with Colquhoun, Morewood
and Chesterville. Attendance declined over the years until only ten
to fifteen faithful congregation members showed up each Sunday. The
house next door at one time also served as the church manse. 

    The church held its last service on November 21, 2010 including
a ceremony to mark the sad but historic occasion of the church
closure. Rev. Edward Charlton conducted the final service. It was
announced at a meeting of the Presbytery of Seaway-Glengarry on
November 16, 2001 in Vankleek Hill that the congregation would
amalgamate with Knox Presbyterian Church in Morrisburg. After 137
years of regular Sunday service, this declining parishioner numbers
and the need for costly repairs forced the closure of Dunbar
Presbyterian Church. 

    In June 2011 South Dundas council allow the church to be
purchased and converted into a private residence.

1.1       M.W. LOCKE  M.D.
...
    Dr. Mahlon William Locke was born on February 14, 1880, the son
of Matilda farmer Parker Locke and his wife the former Abigale Eve
Barkley. Parker was buried at Dixon's Corners ref - SDC.20 and his
wife Abigale was buried with her second husband Dr. George W.
Collison at Sprucehaven Cemetery in Brinston, ref - SPR.883. Mahlon
was a doctor in Williamsburg, Ontario from 1908 to 1940. He studied
medicine in Scotland and at Queen's University in Kingston. Mahlon
treated his patients arthritis by manual manipulation and drew
patients from all over North America and western Europe to his
practice in Williamsburg. He was married to the former Blanche
Lillian Ethel McGruer at the brides home in Matilda on August 11,
1915. She was the daughter of Alexander Rose McGruer and his wife
Malinda Bolton. They lived just west of the Oddfellows Hall and 
had four children, Marion Estella, Parker Alexander, Ruth Genevieve
and Jean Margaret. Mahlon died of a heart attack on February 07,
1942 when he was shovelling snow from around his car and then tried
to crank the engine. Blanche died on December 29, 1994 at the
Winchester District Memorial Hospital and was buried at Sprucehaven
Cemetery in Brinston, ref - SPR.78.

1.3       BERNEYCE DILLABOUGH
...
    Berneyce Dillabough was Dunbar Presbyterian Church Treasurer
for twenty-five years. She was born on December 27, 1926, the
daughter of Chesterville farmer and W.W.I. veteran Delbert Ackley
Dillabough and his wife Lucy Evelyn Durant of Williamsburg. They
were buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.1429. Delbert moved
to the U.S.A. and worked for ALCOA at Massena, New York. Berneyce
was married to Morewood construction worker Donald Walter "Peter"
Carlyle at the Presbyterian Church in Dunbar on December 31, 1960.
He was born in 1930, the son of Morewood farmer Walter Bogart
Carlyle and his wife the former Mary McLean. He was educated at
Morewood Public School and Morewood High School. Donald and
Berneyce also farmed at Morewood and had no children. She worked at
Central Mortgage and Housing in Ottawa and was a member of the
Women's Missionary Society, the Ladies Auxiliary and the Women's
Institute. Berneyce died at her Chesterville home on December 15,
2009. Donald died at the Ottawa Heart Institute on October 20,
1988. The funeral service was held in Chesterville and he was
buried with his wife at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.1429. Donald
was a member of the Morewood Presbyterian Church and Royal Canadian
Legion, Chesterville Branch # 434.

1.4       MRS. JOHN F. DILLABOUGH

    Mrs. John F. Dillabough was born Sarah Albertha "Bertha"
Weegar, born on March 11, 1872, the daughter of Connaught farmer
Cyrus Ariel Weegar and his wife the former Mary Ann Tousant. The
parents were buried at Elma or Williamsburg Cemetery, no stone. She
was married to Bouck's Hill and Dunbar farmer John Franklin
Dillabough who was born on August 10, 1969 in Upper Canada, son of
Williamsburg farmer John Dillabough and his wife the former Martha
Meads. John and Sarah were living in Boucks Hill in 1910, Dunbar
from 1910 to 1915 and then moved to the U.S.A. in 1925 and was a
Massena well driller. They had four children; Elmer Harold, Minnie
Maud, Hazel Blanch and Manson Edwin.

1.5       MISS. MINNIE DURANT
...
    Miss Minnie Durant was born Minnie Mary Elizabeth Ouderkirk on
April 13, 1862 (1861) in Morrisburg, daughter of Henry Ouderkirk
and his wife Margaret McKean. Minnie was a faithful member of the
Dunbar Presbyterian Church and Charter Member of the Women's
Missionary Society. Her parents were buried at the old Williamsburg
Cemetery, ref - WL.300. Minnie was married to a Dunbar farmer Allan
Durant on August 10, 1887. Allan was born on March 26, 1856, son of
Dunbar farmer Alexander Durant (born Lachute) and his wife
Catherine Marcelis (Marcellus). Minnie died in Berwick on March 31,
1946 and was buried at Old Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.262.
Allan died on February 10, 1924 and was buried with his wife in
Williamsburg. They had three children, Harvey, Lucie and Cora.

    Miss Minnie Durant was born Minnie Louisa Durant on July 30,
1893, daughter of Chesterville area farmer (west of Chesterville
bridge) Theodore Durant and his second wife Mary Brown of Matilda
who is buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.0596. Minnie died
young on December 01, 1915. She was single.

1.6       MRS. WM. C. MERKLEY
...
    Mrs. William C. Merkley was born Ida Froats at Williamsburg on
February 28, 1887, daughter of Dunbar farmer Frances Lemuel Froats
and his wife Caroline McIntosh of Matilda. They are buried at old
Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.462. Ida was married to William
Charles Frederick Merkley on June 28, 1905 at St. Peter's Church in
Williamsburg. William was born on August 14, 1878 in Winchester,
sob of Chesterville farmer George Henry Merkley and his wife
Margaret Collins. They were buried at Mariatown in Fairview
Cemetery, ref - FV.132. William died at the Winchester District
Memorial Hospital on July 02, 1976. Ida died in Brockville on
October 07, 1934. They were both buried at old Williamsburg
Cemetery, ref - WL.225. William and Ida had five children; Iris
Caroline Margaret, Emme E., George Francis, Irene and Anna
Victoria.
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1.7       MARY M. MARCELIS
...
    Mary Margaret Marcelis was born in Dunbar on March 11, 1877,
daughter of Williamsburg and Osnabruck farmer Simon Abram Marcelis
and his wife Rebecca J. Nichols. Mary was educated at Dunbar Public
School and graduated from Morrisburg Collegiate Institute. Mary
then graduated from Ottawa Normal School and went on to be a school
teacher. She taught at Grantly, Mountain and Dunbar before retiring
some years ago. Mary did not marry and was a member of the Dunbar
Presbyterian Church, serving as treasurer of the Ladies Aide for
over twenty-five years. Mary died Suddenly at her home in Dunbar in
August 1955. The funeral service was held in Dunbar Presbyterian
Church followed by a graveside service where she was buried in the
family plot at old Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.231. 

 
1.8       MRS. HENRY ELLIOTT
...
    Mrs. Henry Elliott was the former Frederica Ann Taylor of
Grantley who was born in 1875, the daughter of an Irish Osnabruck
farmer John Taylor and his wife Matilda Thompson who was born in
Quebec. They are buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.0696.
Frederica was married to Henry Dawson Elliott on April 07, 1909.
Henry was a Cannamore farmer who was born in Chesterville on
October 03, 1875, the son of an Irish farmer William Elliott and
his wife Hannah Wilson of Wakefield, Quebec. He was a longtime
member of the Chesterville Masonic Lodge. His parents are buried at
Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.0435. Frederica died on February 21,
1965 and was buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.0696. Henry
died on January 03, 1971. The funeral service was held in
Chesterville on January 05 and he was buried with his wife at Maple
Ridge Cemetery. They had no children.

1.9       MRS. A. E. BOLSTER 
...
    Mrs. Alfred "Fred" Edgar Bolster was the former Helen Elizabeth
Kerr. She was born in 1875, the daughter of Edward K. Kerr and his
wife the former Elide Merkley. Helen was married to Alfred in 1903.
She died in September 1944 and was buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery,
ref - MR.1572. Alfred was born in 1875, son of Irishman Thomas
Bolster of Cork, Ireland and his wife the former Agnes Thompson of
Five Islands, Nova Scotia. Thomas was living in British Columbia
when he died and is buried there and Agnes is buried at Maple Ridge
Cemetery in Chesterville, ref - MR.0891. Alfred played the Cello
and sang in a male quartet. Alfred also worked and owned an ice
cream parlour and variety store in Chesterville as well as being a
part time tool maker. Alfred volunteered with the Canadian Mounted
Rifles and after training he departed from Halifax and served
overseas in the South African War. He was a member of the Masonic
Lodge and Chesterville Trinity Church. Alfred died at home on April
20, 1945 after a brief illness. The Masonic Service was held at his
home followed by a graveside service and interment on April 21 at
Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.1572. Helen and Alfred had two
children; Launcelot Alfred and Elizabeth "Betty" Bolster.
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1.10      AMELIA M. M. LAMBKIN 
...
    Amelia MacMillan M. Lambkin was born in Orchardside on July 20,
1875, the daughter of Presbyterian farmer George H. McMillan and
his second wife Catherine Barkley. Catherine is buried in the Old
Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.1023. Amelia was the author of the
book " Buckskin and Ermine" and was said to be a gifted musician in
Chesterville. Her book written in 1928 was a tale of pioneer life
in Upper Canada, along the St. Lawrence River set in 1845. She
moved to the United States and was married to William Lambkin.
Amelia lived in Hollywood for a while and later died in Brooklyn,
New York in 1946. They had no children. Her last name McMillan was
written in her book as MacMillan even though her fathers name was
McMillan. At times she was a teacher and preacher, using her book
as a tool to share her beliefs with others.

1.11      MRS. ELSIE JOHNSTON
...
    Mrs. Elsie Johnston was the former Elsie Rose McMillan who was
born in Dunbar on March 05, 1864, the daughter of "Big Dan" Daniel
McMillan and Susannah Hill. Elsie was married to Bethune Bush
farmer John S. Johnston on November 14, 1887. John was born in
Scotland about c1852, the son of Scottish farmer Christopher
Johnston and his wife Margaret Smith, both born in Dumfries,
Scotland. They are buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.0887.
John died on January 20, 1906 and was buried at Maple Ridge
Cemetery, ref - MR.0880. Elsie of Finch, died in Finch on September
10, 1936. The funeral service held in Dunbar and she was buried
with her husband at Maple Ridge Cemetery. Elsie and John had six
children; Alice Mary, Grace, Robert Smith, Arnott James, Rae Harvey
and Grant John.

1.12      MRS. PAUL MAURER
...
    Mrs. Paul Frederick Maurer was the former Emma "Bella"
McMillan. She was born on July 13, 1898, the daughter of farmer
Robert Hyndman McMillan and his wife Florence Elizabeth Marcelis
(Marcellus). They were buried at old Williamsburg Cemetery, ref -
WL.165. Emma was married to Paul on September 27, 1924. They had
two daughters, Marilyn Ruth and Florence. Paul was born on October
02, 1897, son of Rev. Jacob Maurer who served at the Lutheran
Church in Williamsburg. Paul died on June 19, 1985 and was buried
in Ottawa at Capital Memorial Gardens. Emma was still living in
Ottawa in 1988.

1.13      MRS. MATTHIAS BARKLEY
...
    Mrs. Matthias Barkley was the former Martha McMillan. She was
born on June 23, 1874, the daughter of Big Daniel "Dan" McMillan
and his wife the former Suzannah Hill. She was married to Matthias
Barkley at St. Peter's in Williamsburg on August 09, 1899. He was
a Presbyterian farmer who lived west of Dunbar, opposite the cheese
factory. Matthias was born on March 24, 1874, son of Dundas farmer
Matthias B. Barkley and his wife Sophia Annie Bailey. They were
buried at old Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.864. Matthias and
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Martha later moved to a farm east of Dunbar in 1913. They had three
children; Florence Lillian, Lloyd Daniel Arnot and Willis Borden.
Matthias died at the Winchester District Memorial Hospital on July
11, 1956 and was buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.1982.
Martha died at Cornwall after a lengthy illness on July 27, 1963
and was buried with her husband at Maple Ridge.  

1.14      ZELLA MCMILLAN  R.N.
...
    Irene Zella McMillan was born on February 21, 1902, daughter of
Williamsburg farmer Robert Hyndman McMillan and his wife the former
Florence Elizabeth Marcellus. They were buried in the old
Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.165. Zella was a Registered Nurse
and was married to Lloyd Cecil Wells on October 01, 1930 in
Dearborn, Michigan. He was born on December 14, 1902, son of
Bouck's Hill farmer Henry John Wells and his wife the former
Margaret Reubina Gallinger. Irene and Lloyd lived in Detroit from
1953 to 1981. Irene died in December 1972. They had no children.

1.15      BESSIE CAMPBELL
...

    Bessie Kathleen Campbell was born on April 15, 1883, daughter
of Alpin Campbell of Osgoode who ran the Campbell Cheese Factories
in Dundas County and later ran Ormond General Store and his wife
Grace Jane McDonald of Osgoode. Bessie was married to Calvin James
Murphy and they moved out west. Bessie died on December 19, 1943
and was buried in Saskatoon.

1.16      ELMER MCMILLAN
...
    Elmer M. McMillan was a Dunbar farmer who was born in Dunbar on
February 13, 1885, son of Dunbar farmer and stone cutter James
Henry McMillan and his wife the former Margaret Agnes Barkley. They
lived next to the pond on Gray Road and later in life James became
blind. Elmer was married to the former Wilda Eva Hess at
Williamsburg on October 05, 1910. She was born on August 19, 1893.
They had six children; Alfred Clinton, Edward Morris, Alexander
Elmer, Keith Merlin, Lyle Merton and James Allen. Elmer died at
home on August 03, 1958 and was buried at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref
- MR.1310. Wilda died on October 22, 1983 and was buried with her
husband at Maple Ridge.

1.17      LOUISE CARLYLE
...
    Louise Carlyle was the former Louise Mary Henderson, the
daughter of Richmond, Ontario farmer William Henderson. She was
married to James "John" Weldon Carlyle on October 11, 1904. James
was born on June 06, 1874, son of Dunbar farmer and butter factory
owner Matthew Carlyle and his wife Ellen E. Thom of Williamsburg.
James moved out west (in Calgary in 1912) and died on April 15,
1932. Louise and James had four children; Dwight, Ruth, Kay and
Betty.
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1.18      CHAS. S. BECKSTEAD
...
    Charles Sydney Beckstead was born at Farran's Point on April
08, 1875, the son of farmer and Post Master George B. Beckstead and
his wife Catherine Elizabeth Beckstead. They were buried at the old
Williamsburg Cemetery, ref - WL.278. He was educated at Beckstead
Public School and bought a farm on the Beckstead Road in 1903.
Charles was married at Williamsburg on July 27, 1898 to the former
Edith Hess. Edith was born on July 09, 1877, the daughter of Rodney
Hess and his wife Minerva Mary Fetterly. Charles was the Secretary-
treasure of Beckstead School and also worked in a local cheese
factory. Edith was president of the Ladies Aid Society and died at
Chesterville on June 08, 1957. The funeral service was held in
Dunbar Presbyterian Church and she was buried at Maple Ridge
Cemetery, ref - MR.1675. Charles died on February 17, 1969 and was
buried with his wife on February 20 at Maple Ridge Cemetery. They
had eight children; Lilburn James Franklin, Grant Bernice, Ethel
Iola "Louise", Arza Charles Hess, Rennie Evelyn Leola, Emerson
David, Edith Donalda and Essie Minnie Minerva.

1.19      MORTON CARLYLE
...
    John Morton Carlyle of RR#2 Winchester Springs was born at
Dunbar on August 11, 1896, son of Dunbar farmer George Moffat
Carlyle and Mary Nugent of Glengarry. He was a 22 year old
Presbyterian farmer who enlisted at Ottawa on June 17, 1918. His
service number was 3323388 and he served as a private overseas with
the 2nd Battalion, Eastern Ontario Regiment. After the war he was
living in Winchester Springs in 1954. Morton died at the Glen-Stor-
Dun Lodge in Cornwall on December 31, 1967. The funeral service was
held in Winchester on January 02, the body rests in the Maple Ridge
Cemetery vault for burial in the spring. John is remembered in the
Chesterville history book, The Time That Was and on the
Chesterville Veterans Monument. He did not marry.

1.20      FRED C. BOUCK
...
    Frederick Charles Bouck was born on November 01, 1922, son of
veteran and Williamsburg farmer Ora Lee Bouck and his wife
Catherine Perminda Marcellus. They are buried at Maple Ridge
Cemetery, ref - MR.2340. Fred was educated at local Chesterville
schools and went to the College of Pharmacy in Toronto.

He was
prominent in the local Masons and was one time District Deputy
Grand Master for the Eastern District. Orren entered into the House
of Commons in 1917, in support of the Union Government of Sir
Robert Borden, being elected to the House with the largest majority
ever in Dundas history. Orren also researched and wrote the local
history book, "A History of Chesterville" (Home Coming July 30 -
August 03, 1938). He was married to the former Mary Olive Sanders
of Kemptville who passed away on July 15, 1958. Orren died at his
home in Chesterville on November 07, 1950 at age 89 years. The
funeral service was held in Chesterville on November 23, interment
followed at Maple Ridge Cemetery, ref - MR.1133.
